Titan will be huge!

The scalpel seems to be losing its luster since the arrival of <<Aesthetic Medicine>>,
over the last ten years. This tendency, in vogue recently, regroups injectables of all kinds,
lasers and other non-surgical treatments. It addresses a younger and active clientele
(thirties and forties) who wish to attack the first signs of aging. The intervention lasts
several minutes and hop!, back to work we go, no one the wiser!

Titan equipment, recently approved by FDA and Health Canada, is part of these
treatments. This skin tightening procedure sends infrared light that penetrates the skin.
This dermal heating contracts and stimulates collagen, which in turn tightens lax skin. On
average you need approximately three treatments, one month apart. It can be used on the
face, but also on larger surfaces such as the stomach. This tightening is not necessarily
permanent. Dr. Yves Hebert, who has the Titan equipment, suggests maintenance
treatments once a year for continued stimulation of the fibroblasts. These techniques
stimulate the collagen to help conserve the skin tightness. “If you start at a younger age to
maintain the skin, you probably won’t need plastic surgery later,” says Dr. Hebert. More
than satisfied with his new acquisition, Dr. Hebert also mentions that Titan is much less
painful than other skin tightening techniques that use Radio Frequency. In Canada, the
cost of a treatment of this type goes for $750.00 to $1500.00. Facelifts may no longer be
necessary!
